TOURNAMENT DETAILS - All teams will receive a minimum of four (4) games. Registration will be 

from 4:00-:500PM Thursday afternoon in the Bernice Hansen Athletic Center. Games will begin at 

5:00PM. 

LENGTH OF GAMES - All games will be played on the hour. Each game will be composed of two (2) 

eighteen (20) minute running clock halves. All halftimes will be five (5) minutes in length. The clock will 

stop on any stoppage of play during the last 2 minutes of the game only. All overtime periods will be two 

minutes in length, with the clock being stopped on all whistles. The second overtime period will be 

sudden death, and the first team to score will be declared the winner. 

TIMEOUTS AND FREE THROWS - Each team will be allotted two (2) timeouts per game. These 

timeouts are not cumulative. One timeout will be awarded during any overtime period. All shooting fouls 

will result in one free throw attempt for two points. On the 7th team foul, teams will shoot one (1) free 

throw for two points. All technical, flagrant and intentional fouls will result in one (1) free throw for two 

points. During the last minute regular MHSAA rules apply. 

TOURNAMENT FEES - The entry fee for each team will be $250.00. This fee will cover a minimum of 

four games and twelve (12) t-shirts for each team’s players. A maximum of twelve (12) players may 

participate in any contest.  

MEDICAL ASSISTANCE - The tournament will have a trainer on site who will assist with injuries. 

However, teams will need to provide their own tape and supplies for any medical or training purposes. 

Medical Release Forms must be filled out and returned for ALL players participating in the Shootout. 

Coaches may bring the forms with them to registration. Forms are available on our camp website at 

www.cornerstone.edu/athletics/sports_camp. This link will also be emailed to you in your confirmation if 

you register online. 

EQUIPMENT - All teams must provide their own jerseys for players with legal MHSAA numbers. 

Teams are responsible to bring their own balls with which to warm-up. 

FOOD – A concession stand with hot dogs, pretzels, chips, candy and assorted beverages will be open all 

evening for your convenience.
